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Markus Brier (born 5 July 1968 in Vienna, Austria) is
an Austrian professional golfer whose career spans
more than three decades. In June 2006, he made
history by becoming the first Austrian to win on the
European Tour, capturing the BA-CA Golf Open at
Fontana Golf Club in Vienna. He had already claimed
the same event twice when it was part of the
Challenge Tour (2002 and 2004).

Brier has continued to compete at a high level on the Legends Tour (formerly

the European Senior Tour). He earned his first Legends Tour title at the Farmfoods
European Senior Masters in October 2021, and in 2025 he won the Black
Desert NI Legends at Galgorm, holding his nerve in strong winds on the

final day to claim his first Legends Tour victory since 2021.

Markus Brier’s versatility is rare: only a handful of players can boast wins

on the Alps Tour, Challenge Tour, European Tour, and Legends Tour — and he

is one of them. With two European Tour victories (Fontana and China), he has
firmly cemented his place in Austrian golf history. His career-high world ranking
of 91 underlines his success in a highly competitive era. Another major highlight:
for many years, Markus held the record for the best finish by an Austrian at a
major championship, with a tied 12th-place result.

Markus Brier is undoubtedly one of the most extraordinary
golfers the sport has ever seen!
